Before going further, I would like to acknowledge the ancestral and unceded
territories of the (e.g. Coast Salish) Peoples, in particular

Métis communities, e.g. the Squamish, Musqueam, and Tsleil-Waututh First Nations
in Vancouver) on whose territory we gather.

If you are hosting a virtual event, you could recognize the land that the organizing company’s
head office resides on, or the location that you’re joining from (your virtual office).

@ Confirm the pronunciation of any Indigenous group you reference. Visit whose.land to
learn what territories you’re on, and first-nations.info for a list of pronunciations.
